ARTICLE 1

The name of the corporation is HIGHGROVE HOMEOWNERS' ASSOCIA-

TION, INC., hereafter called the "Association".

ARTICLE 2
The initial registered office of the Association is located
at 227 South Calhoun Street, Tallahassee, Florida 32302, and the

initial registered agent thereat is H. Palmer Proctor.

ARTICLE 3
PURPOSE AND POWERS OF TﬁE ASSOCIATION
This Association does not contemplate pecuniary gain or )
profit to the members thereof, and the specific purposes for
which it is formed are to provide for maintenance, preservation
and architectural control of the residence lots and common
areas within that certain tract of property located in Leon

County, Florida, and known as HIGHGROVE SUBDIVISION, PHASES I, )

II and III, and to promote the health, safety and welfare of
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the residents within the' said Highgrove Subdivision, and any
additions thereto as may hereafter be brought within the
jurisdiction of this Association for this purpose to:

(a) exercise all of the powers and privileges and to
perform all of the duties and obligations of the Association as
set forth in that certain Declaration of Restrictive Covenants
(hereinafter called the "Declaration"), applicable to the prop-
erty covered thereby, and recorded or to be recorded in the
Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court of Leon County, Florida,
and as the same may be amended from time to time as therein provided,
said Declaration being incorporated herein as if set forth at
length;

(b) £fix, levy, collect and enforce payment by any law-
ful means, all charges or assessments pursuant to the terms of
the Declaration; to pay all expenses in connection therewith and
all expenses incident to the conduct of the business of the
Association, including all licenses, taxes or governmental charges
levied or imposed against the property of the Association;

vided that unless otherwise provided in the Declaration of any
such merger, consolidation or annexation shall have the assent
of a majority of each class of members;

MEMBERSHIP

merely as security for the performance of an obligation. Member-
ship shall be appurtenant to and may not be separated from owner-
ship of any lot which is subject to assessment by the Association.

Parners, Ltd., a Florida limited parﬁnership, sometimes herein-

after referred to as the "Declarant".

ARTICLE 5

VOTING RIGHTS

The Association shall have two (2) classes of Qoting member-

ship:



CLASS A: Claés A members shall be all owners, with the
exception of the Declarant, and shall be entitled to one vote for
each lot owned. When more than one person holds an interest in
any lot, all such persons shall be members, but the vote for such
lot shall be exercised as they determine, and in no event shall
more than one vote be cast with reséect to any lot.

CLASS B: The Class B members shall be the Declarant, and
shall be entitled to three (3) votes for each lot owned. The
Class B membership shall cease and be converted to Class A member-
ship when the total votes outstaﬁding in the Class A membership

equal the total votes outstanding in the Class B membership.
